Main points: 
 
You can always change your mind about anything you 
have said it is OK for us to do.  
 

 
When we have personal information 
about you that you have chosen to give 
to us, you have the right to take away 
your consent so that we can no longer 
keep this information. There is some 
information that we will keep about you 
anyway and this is when we have a 
legitimate interest.  This means we need this 
information otherwise we could not give people our 
services. 
 
If you have given consent for us to 
hold information, you can take it away 
and we will destroy that information.
